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Repentance

The Associated Press reported that Ricky Gray, a man convicted of killing a fam-
ily of four, and setting their home ablaze after they left their front door open
while preparing for a New Year’s Day party in 2006, was executed Wednesday.
Gray was pronounced dead at 9:42 p.m. following a lethal injection at the
Greensville Correctional Center in Jarratt, Virginia. Gray was condemned to
death in 2006 for the murders of 9-year-old Stella Harvey and 4-year-old sister
Ruby, and sentenced to life in prison for the slaying of their parents, Bryan and
Kathryn Harvey.

Gray showed no emotion as he was walked into the execution chamber wearing
blue jeans and handcuffs. Asked if he had any final words, Gray responded,
“Nope.” Ricky Gray had the perfect opportunity to say, I’'M SORRY with his final
words. By not showing any remorse, it seems to me there were no fruits of re-
pentance.

Our Bibles remind us of the importance of repentance which is a change of mind
and direction. John the Baptizer encouraged his audience to: Bear fruits in
keeping with repentance (Luke 3:8). Jesus underscored the importance by say-
ing: But unless you repent, you to will perish (Luke 13:3). Paul reminded us:
Godly sorrow brings repentance that leads to salvation and leaves no regret, but
worldly sorrow brings death. (2 Corinthians 7:10).

Let us as Christians strive to have penitent hearts - letting God know we are
sorry we hurt him with our sin and being determined to walk closer to him as we
live on this earth.
